Highlights this yvear includs Junko Mori, 2 Japaness born, Wales based maker, who
creates intricate works from steel and precious matal. Her sculptures ars incredibly
labour intensive, not to mention beautiful, and take inspiration from undulating natural
forms. Mori's status as an exceptional maker is beyond doubt; one of her sculptures is
housed in the Japanese Gallery in the British Museum.

Also exhibiting at this year's fair is woodturner Eleancr Lakelin, whose work is uniquely
sensitive to the material she uses. Recently, she has concentrated on carving vessels,
working the wood in a way that is so masterful, the finished products lock as though
they have been moulded from clay. Lock out, too, for the dramatic ceramics of French
maker Benjamin Poulangss, whose art is inspired by nature's turbulence. Poulanges
distorts classical shapes, and uses the resulting pieces as a canvas for his expressive
painting.
